School Improvement Plan Update:

· Literacy Goal:  We will improve achievement in literacy for each of our students, with a specific focus on our students of African and/or Mi'kmaw/Indigenous ancestry.
· Teachers are noticing that students are improving in stamina and are eager to read / share with one another

· Math Goal: We will improve achievement in mathematics for each of our students, with a specific focus on our students of African and/or Mi'kmaw/Indigenous ancestry.
· Teachers are noticing that students are getting quicker with math facts 
· Teachers are noticing that students aren’t using their fingers as much as they used to and that games are enhancing their understanding.  Some teachers say that they wish the games were more accessible, but this can be supported by conferring with students and supporting their specific needs
· Well Being: We will improve well-being at our school for each of our students, with specific focus on our students of African and/or Mi'kmaw/Indigenous ancestry.
· Teachers are conferring with students when concerns come up and they are doing mini-lessons with students based around needs that arise on the playground

· There is also a focus on the positive and they are getting more used to talking about well-being, sharing stories without using names and being able to discuss a situation with appropriate language
New Business (current items): 
· Preliminary Enrollment for 2024 – 2025 (February Registration)

· Current registration is 12 PP with a few more known left to register

· At least one student registered in Primary

· 22 Grade 6 students leaving and approximately 16 students coming in so as of now student population will decrease but not by much.
· Early Development Instrument (EDI) Report

· It’s not done been done every year; usually done Feb-Apr
· It’s a provincial assessment with five domains (physical health and well being; social competence; emotional maturity; language and cognitive development; communication skills and general knowledge) and assesses student vulnerability and risks. 
· Primary teacher goes through it for each student and assigns a numerical value to each question.  Teacher is able to respond to most questions on their own but can check in with individual students if there is something they aren’t able to answer.
